Mysore district has a very suitable climatic conditions for horticultural
crops. It is 2000 ft above mean sea level. Kaveri, Kabni, Lakshmanatheertha,
Hemavathi are the important rivers of Mysore district which are used for irrigation

purpose.

Every year area of horticultural crops in Mysore district is increasing as
farmers are showing immerse interest to grow horticultural crops. Mysore has 3.43
lakh hectare of cultivable land in which horticulture crops are grown in 76312
hectare which is 22.05 % of total cultivable area. Coconut is the most important
crop of the district, other crops like Banana, Mango, Sapota, Papaya, Guava,
Vegetable crops, flowers like jasmine, Chrysanthemum, tuberose, crossandra,
plantation crops like Areca nut, beetle vine, cocoa, and spices crops like turmeric,
ginger are cultivated.

Along with the horticultural crops area expansion. Department is also
providing technical guidance to the farmers to improve the cultivation practices in
the field. It is also focuses on aspect like better utilization of water. Protection of
crops from pest and disease, post harvest management of crops. Horticulture
department also promote organic cultivation of crops. In this direction, Department
of horticulture is implementing various schemes of district sector, state sector and
central sector programmes.

Major Objectives of the Horticulture Department:
1. It is used to promote the adoption of modern technologies in the cultivation of

horticulture crops at field level.

. Itis also used to produces good quality seedlings/Graft and saplings to the farmer.

. It also aims at increasing production and productivity.

. It also promotes the farmer to adopt drip irrigation system for the cultivation of
horticulture crops to minimize water usage.

. Work towards improving standard of living of horticultural farmers by providing
financial assistance to the farmer regarding cultivation aspects.

. Focusing to improve the quality of horticulture crops at international level.

. Promoting farmers to cultivate disease free quality vegetable saplings/ crops
through poly house/ shade nut cultivation by providing technical and financial
assistance.

In Mysore district, farmers depend on animal husbandry activities as a major subsidiary
occupation along with agriculture. In this regard the Department of Animal Husbandry and
veterinary Services, Mysore district is helping the farmers to conserve and increase the animal
wealth there by to improve their production. This will not only improve the economy of the
farmers induvidualy, but also helps in cross breeding programme through artificial insemination
where high quality imported and cross breed semen is used to increase milk production in cattle
and buffalo. Poultry rearing, sheep/goat rearing, scientific dairying, calf rearing and fodder
production are the major fields where department is conducting training and implementation of
programmes to help the farmers.

The department of animal husbandry with the help of Zilla Panchayath, Mysuru has been
implementing various schemes for the benefit of SCs, STs, small and marginal farmers, landless
agriculture labourers, financially backward people and women. Department takes maximum
responsibility in delivering these schemes to the deserving beneficiary for their upliftment. The
most popular programmes of the department are SCP, TSP, animal health camps, giriraja poultry
disrtibution rearing and fodder development activities. Present year also this scheme is
implemented

As per 2019, 20th animal live stock census Mysuru district animal population is 9,33,298
and the district has a poultry population of 30,95,800. There are 188 veterinary institutions
rendering services to the farmers of the district. In addition to this there are 7 mobile veterinary
clinics working, for the treatment of animals in rural villages. A district Multi Speciality
Hospital functioning at the district head quarters is of great help to the farming community to
avail the advanced treatment for their animals through Pashu Sangevini Vehical / Clinic to
farmers door step.

It is observed that if these above vacant post are filled at the earliest, better veterinary
services can be provided to the public. There are 102 drawing and disbursing Officers
working in various institutions of the district. Due to acute shortage of clerical staff in the

district Office of the department, timely audit of all the offices are not being done. It has not

been possible to attend to the previous audit observations. Still efforts are being made to

attend to these major observations in time. In spite of this shortcoming in the last 4 years, 34

Offices have been audited and “ No Dues ° certificates issued to the retiring Officers. In this




period various trainings have been conducted to around 60 Officers and 65 staffs of the

department.

In the current financial year a sum of Rs.670.15 lakhs for the Zilla Panchayath

programmes and Rs.2653.24 lakhs for the Taluk Panchayath programmes thus amounting a

total of Rs.3323.39 lakhs has been released and the department has spent an amount of

2.Medicines, chemicals and equipments supply: ZP HOA - 2403-00-101-0-27

The Artificial Insemination programme being conducted in the department, various equipments
required like Cryocan to store Semen straws and Liquid Nitrogen, Al equipments, and Liquid
Nitrogen is purchased and supplied to the entire district under this project. Medicines required

for deworming of animals, for treatment against infectious and contagious diseases are regularly
required by the institutes. In the present year, a sum of Rs.100.50 lakhs was released towards
this from the Zilla Panchayath which has been completely utilized.

3.Rearing of Giriraja birds: (Under Extension Head) ZP HOA - 2403-00-101-0-30

This is an unique programme being implemented under ZP extension head by the department
Under this programme, Giriraja chicks are reared up to 6 weeks with proper immunization and
care following scientific protocol. = Then they are distributed to interested farmers
(SC/ST/General) 05 birds to each benefiatiary . In the year 2020-21, a total of 4127 chicks were
reared and rared and disributed to farmers against the set target for Rs. 4.56 lakhs thus achieving
a progress of 100%.

4.Bio Medical Waste Disposal : TP HOA - 2403-00-101-0-63

Under this head in the year 2020-21 the sum of Rs 4.00 lakhs released. The Bio Medical Waste
disposal coming from 181 Veterinary Institutions of the district disposed through agency thus
achiving a progress of 100%.

S.Infertility Camps: TP HOA — 2403-00-101-0-64

The cattle infertility camps conducted in various villages of the district has helped farmers.
Milch animals which fail to conceive in time are treated with advanced treatment protocol and
supplements in the camps. For this purpose Zilla Panchayath has released Rs.20.00 lakhs in the
year 2020-21. The department has completely utilised this amount in purchasing the required
medicines. In the reporting year, a target of 80 infertility camps was set and the department

conducted 88 such camps in the district benefitting the needy farmers.

6.Mobile Veterinary Clinics:

Veterinary Services are required in each and every village inhabited by animal population. To
provide veterinary services to most remote and far flung villages, Mobile Veterinary Clinics are

established in all the taluks. At present there are seven MVC functioning in the district,

providing veterinary services and treatment.

7.Fodder Development Programme: Centrally sponsored scheme — Directly distribut the

fodder seed to the concerned taluk.

Green Fodder is an integral part of animal husbandry and dairying in particular. To increase
milk production in cattle, green fodder has to be provided in all the seasons of the year. Fodder

development programme is an important project taken up by the department in this regard.
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Hybrid fodder seed mini kits and fodder cuttings are distributed to the farmers to achieve this. In
the current year, to increase green fodder production , a target of 3400.00 hectare fodder
cultivation was taken up. With drought condition in the state, special emphasise was given to
fodder cultivation and fodder was grown in 5,286.00 hectares setting s new milestone.
8.Rinderpest Eradication Scheme:

Rinderpest is a deadly disease effecting the cattle. Under this programme, the following

surveillance works were under taken in the district.

a) Under village search programme, a total of 2148 villages were covered against the set
target of 2171 villages in the current year achieving an overall progress of 101.01%.

b) In the State high way village search programme, 228 villages were covered achieving
105.06% progress.

¢) In Rinderpest daily book search programme, 375 day search book were inspected.
achieving a progress of 115.7%.

9.Sample Survey Scheame :

Under this scheme live stock and poultry products like milk, wool , egg and meet incom will be
estimated through detailse studies based on three seasonal selected village studies

employees which works under ZP Mysore. The Ranges carry out
afforestation works aimed at Greening of Non-Forest Lands, Plantations are
Normally Raised on Road Side, Vacant Lands such as Nala-Bunds, river
beds school / colleges compound, institutional lands, Gomala lands etc.

Program.

Objective:

The objective is to create a sustainable development in the living standards of the rural people
by creating self-employment, setting up community-based institutions of rural poor women in the
state and reducing the severity of their poverty and providing profitable income.

Introduction to Sanjeevini Project,

The GOI has restructured SGSY as ‘Aajeevika © national rural livelihoods mission(NRLM)
and being implemented from 2010-11, the state Govt., is implementing the schemes in the phased
manner through Karnataka Rural livelihoods promotion society which was established on 11.12.2011
and society was named as ““ Sanjeevini” in the First phase out of 20 taluks mysore dist & blocks were
approved.

Karnataka State Rural Livelihoods Agency-Sanjeevini in the State established on 02.11.2011
with grants shared between Central and State Government at 75: 25 ration to provide sustainable
development in the living standards of rural people by reducing the severity of poverty by providing
profitable income and providing self —employment opportunities through community organizations”

Salient features of the scheme:-

Social Inclusion : - By deployment of SHG’s , Ward and GP Federation, MCRP’s ,
LCRP’s and MBK’s

Financial Inclusion :- By extending assistance for institutional development &
Capacity Building & Revolving Fund, Community Investment Fund, Startup Fund,
Livelihood & Disaster Management Funds.

Economic inclusion: - Promoting Agriculture and allied activities, integrated
Programme for restoration of forest resources.

Scheme Implementation:- Four taluks in Mysore district under the KSRLM-
