During the year 2020-21 out of 8 Talukas Total : 15791 works were taken up, 9533
works were completed and up to now Rs. 14995.82 Lakhs grant is utilized and Total
42,27,174 Mandays has been created.

Labour Budget :

Already shelf of project is prepared for 2021-22 for Rs. 23487.60 Lakhs as per
Govt. orders, 193 families have been provided 100 days employment.

As per MGNREGA norms Hon’ble C.M. 21 Points different types of activities
action plan is prepared, which includes Water harvesting, Checkdams, Drought relief

Annual Administration Report of Fisheries Department during
the Financial Year 2020-21

Fish being an affordable and rich source of animal protein,and one of the healthiest
options to mitigate hunger and nutrition deficiency. Hence the department of fisheries is
constantly working to improve fish production and socio-economic development of fishers
and fish farmers etc.

As for fisheries resource concerned. Bidar District is blessed with vast area of
Natural Water bodies like 164 k.m of Manjra river belt, 92 Dept. tanks and 75 GP tanks
covers the the water spread area of 2396 ha. Dist resource also include,3 reservoirs namely
Karanja, chulukinala and Mullamari all together having the total water spread area of 6671
ha.

In the financial year of 2020-21 Many fisheries developmental activities, and fishers
/and fisherman developmental activities have been taken and implemented under central
scheme/ state sector scheme and Zilla Panchayat schemes as well.

The fisheries rights of the fishery resources like river belt, tanks and reservoir have
been given on lease, license and tender cum auction to fishery co-operative societies, at very
mininal lease amount (300 Rs/ha of effective water spread area) for strengthening of co-
operative societies / co-operative societies member and fishers.

Under the state sector schemes 60 Fishery requisite kits have been given to the fishers
for fish catching, A subsidy for the purchase of fish seed also given to the co- operative
societies and fishers. Apart from above schemes about 4 ha. water spread area is developed
through department by providing subsidy to the fishers for construction of fish ponds under
PMMSY Scheme.

During 2020-21 around 150 fishers/fisherman have undergone the training program
regarding the implementation of fish culture technique, fish harvest and reduction of post
harvest losses. A dept. Aquarium unit near Balbhavan is being maintained by dept. where the
variety of colorful aquarium fishes have been showcased with all basic facilities. visitors to
the aquarium can get some basic knowledge about aquarium fishes it’s importance, variety
and maintaince of aquarium in home.

Bidar town is the headquarters of Bidar dist. Has a district fisheries office. Headed by
Senior Assistant director of fisheries, also have 3 taluk level offices in Bidar, Santpur and
Basavksavkalyan these offices are headed by Assistant director of fisheries officers.

INTRODUCTION / DISTRICT BACKGROUND




IMPORTANC OF EDUCATION :

Education is the basis for all growth. The quality of the human capital in the state, that is the physical and mental capabilities of its
population, will determine its future progress. Education not only improves the facilities and skills of the people, but also dramatically contributes to
their physical well being by making them aware of better health practices and increasing their willingness to seek and utilize medical facilities.

INTRODUCTION:

In North-East Karnataka, region, Bidar is one of the districts which continues to be backward compared to the other areas of the State, in
spite of, several developmental efforts of the Governments, PRI’s and external agencies.

According to Human Development Report of Karnataka 1999, Bidar district stood at the 18" rank in Karnataka both in human development
and gender development among the 30 districts. At the National level, the rank of the district was 138 and it is among the five districts at the bottom
in Karnataka in HDI ranking. According to National Population Commission Report brought out in 2001 census, Bidar district lags very much behind
in Key social and demographic indicators. The economic backwardness of the district due to various reasons is very well recognized. Regional
imbalances have been a persistent concern in most of the states. Emphasis changed in the early nineties to measuring the people’s welfare human
development index as applicable to both developed and developing economies. These measures put welfare, basic health and education and other
vital infrastructure development in addition to income on the pedestal.

2.1 DISTRICT BACKGROUND

Bidar is one of the 30 Districts of Karnataka which resembles the crown of the state occupying its north-eastern tip. This small district possess its
own glorious historical past dating back to many centuries. It was ruled by the Mauryas, Satavahnas, Rashtrakutas, Kalyani Chalukyas, Kakatiyas, Khiljis,
Bahmanis, Baridshahis, Mughals and the Nizams of Hyderabad. The treasure of culture, Arts and architecture nurtured by successive rulers contributed to
its richness. The Shivsharnas of the 12" century ushered in unprecedented and lasting revolution in the social, literary and religious fields in this area.
Bidar was the capital of many empires and symbolizes the confluence of various cultures and races.

2.1.1 HISTORICAL BACK GROUND

Bidar district is a small but complex district of Karnataka with a unique history and Culture. Prior to independence it was part of the erstwhile
Nizam state and later became the part of Mysore, now renamed Karnataka.

The District has a glorious history. It was the nucleus of some important dynasties, which held way in the ancient and medieval period and

witnessed several upheavals. The important dynasties were the Satavahanas, Chalukyas, Rashtrakutas, Kakatiyas, Kalachuryas, and the
Bahamanis. In the 12" century, it was the immediate scene of the rise of the Sharana (Veerashaiva) movement led by Basaveshwara, and others.
