The Karnataka State Human Rights Commission came into existence under the
Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, on 25/7/2007 and has its headquarters at Bengaluru.
Since its inception, the following have served the Commission as its Chairpersons and
Members.

Presently, the following are functioning as the Chairperson and the Members of the

For the last fourteen years, the Commission is serving the general public of the State by
enforcing human rights of the general public, compensating those who have suffered due to
violation of human rights and recommending departmental enquiry against the Government
officials who violated human rights or showed negligence in preventing it. The Commission
also engaged itself in awakening and encouraging people as to the means of protecting their
human rights.
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CONSTITUTION OF THE COMMISSION

The Karnataka State Human Rights Commission is a statutory body, constituted under
Section 21 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993 (hereinafter referred to as the “Act”)
and is headed by a Chairperson and has two Members. They are appointed by the Governor
of the State on the recommendations made by a Committee constituted under Section 22(1) of
the Act.

Appointment of Chairperson:

As per section 21(2)(a) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, those who have
served as Chief Justice or Judge of a High Court could be appointed as the Chairperson of the
Commission.

Presently, Hon’ble Justice Shri Dhirendra H Waghela, Former Chief Justice of the
High Courts of Karnataka, Odisa and Mumbai has been appointed as Chairperson of the
Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, with effect from 12/3/2018.

As per section 24(1) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, a person appointed
as Chairperson of the Commission shall hold office for a term of five years from the date on
which he enters upon his office or until he attains the age of seventy years, whichever is

earlier.

As per section 24(1) of the Protection of Human Rights (Amendment) Act, 2019, the
tenure of a person appointed as Chairperson of the Commission is limited to a term of three
years from the date on which he enters upon his office or until he attains the age of seventy
years, whichever is earlier, and shall be eligible for re-appointment.

Appointment of Members:

As per Section 21 (2) of Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, two persons could be
appointed as Members of the Commission.

a) One Member who is, or has been, a Judge of a High Court or District Judge in the
State with a minimum of seven years experience as District Judge;

b) One Member to be appointed from among persons having knowledge or practical
experience in matters relating to human rights.

Presently, the following have been appointed as Members of the Commission.

1) Shri K.B. Changappa, Retired District and Sessions Judge, Member (since
19/2/2018)

2) Shri Rupak Kumar Dutta, I.P.S. Retired Director General and Inspector General of
Police, Member (since 26/2/2018)
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As per section 24(2) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, a person appointed
as Member of the Commission shall hold office for a term of five years from the date on
which he enters upon his office or until he attains the age of seventy years, whichever is
earlier and shall be eligible for re-appointment for another term of five years.

As per section 24(2) of the Protection of Human Rights (Amendment) Act, 2019, the
tenure of a person appointed as Member of the Commission is limited to a term of three years
from the date on which he enters upon his office or until he attains the age of seventy years,
whichever is earlier, and shall be eligible for re-appointment.
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FUNCTIONS OF THE COMMISSION

The Commission is helping those who have suffered on account of violation of human

rights and performing the functions to increase awareness about human rights and to

enlighten people about the measures for protection of human rights:

Statutory Functions of the Commission are to;

Inquire, Suo-motu or on a petition presented to it by a victim or any person on his
behalf (or on a direction or order of any Court), into complaint of —

(a)violation of human rights or abetment thereof; or
(b) negligence in the prevention of such violation by a public servant;

Intervene in any proceeding involving any allegation of violation of human rights
pending before a Court with the approval of such Court.

Visit, notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time being in
force, any jail or other institution under the control of the State Government, where
persons are detained or lodged for the purposes of treatment, reformation or
protection, for the study of the living conditions of the inmates thereof and make
recommendations thereon to the Government.

Examine the legal aspects provided in respect of protection of human rights in the
Constitution or any law for the time being in force and to recommend for enforcing
for their effective implementation.

Examine the factors, including acts of terrorism that inhibit the enjoyment of human
rights and recommend appropriate remedial measures.

Undertake and promote research in the field of human rights.

Spread human rights literacy among various sections of society and promote
awareness of the safeguards available for the protection of these rights through
publications, the media, seminars and other available means.

Encourage the efforts of non-governmental organisations and institutions working
in the field of human rights.

Such other functions as it may consider necessary for the promotion of human
rights.

To create awareness among the Government servants who are under training in
state run organizations like Administrative Training Institute, Mysuru, Karnataka
Police Academy, Mysuru, Abdul Nazir Sab Rural Development Organization, etc.

Besides discharging the above functions, the commission also;

a) Publishes material books with regard to human rights, to create social awareness;

b) Encourages, NGOs to create social awareness about how to safeguard and protect

human rights; and
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¢) Recommending to the Government for payment of compensation to the affected
persons if the violation of human rights is proved.

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, while inquiring into complaints under
this Act, has all the requisite powers of a Civil Court trying a suit under the Code of Civil
Procedure, 1908.

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission may, for the purpose of conducting any
investigation pertaining to the inquiry, utilize the services of any officer or investigation
agency of the Central Government or any State Government with the concurrence of the
Central Government or the State Government, as the case may be.

Whenever the Chairperson and Members of the Commission are on tour in the State,
they receive complaints from public about human rights violations, visit the places of
incidents, examine the complaints and make recommendations for redressing the grievances
and preventing further violation of human rights.

National Human Rights Commission has, in collaboration with the National
Informatics Centre developed ‘Complaints Management System’ and also adopted this
system since November, 2014. Complainants can lodge complaints and get feedback about
the complaints through this system. By this system, duplication of complaints with National
Human Rights Commission and Karnataka State Human Rights Commission could be
avoided.

In order to reduce the burden of general public from personally visiting the
Commission to lodge complaints, a ‘Helpline’ has been setup in the Commission since
6/3/2015. The public can lodge complaints over toll free number 1800-4252-3333 or can
correspond through letter/e-mail /and file complaint through HRC Net — Android Mobile App
(MANAVA HAKKU RAKSHANE).

The then Hon’ble Chief Minister of State Shri.B.S.Yediyurappa launched the Mobile
App of the commission in the presence of the Chairperson and Members of the Karnataka
State Human Rights Commission. This Mobile App is available in Kannada, English and
Hindi languages and can be downloaded directly from the Google Play Store for free.
Through these app, the public can file a complaint directly to the Commission from anywhere
and even know and gather relevant information.

In order to protect and recollect data easily, whenever necessary, the records available
in the Commission are being scanned and preserved in digital form.

As a whole, the Commission has been striving to respond to human rights violations
of all people in the State.

The Commission has been providing opportunity for internship to Law students from
all over India as well as from foreign countries.

Registration of complaints before the Human Rights Commission:

Any person or group of persons or an organization can register complaints about
human rights violations. The Human Rights Commission does not discriminate or deny
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access merely on account of age, economic condition, caste, gender or religion of the
complainant.

Sometimes, victims of violation of human rights may not be in a position to lodge
complaint. He or she may be dead, under custody, illiterate or ill. In such cases any other
person can lodge complaint on behalf of the victim.

The following can file Complaint:
e aperson or group of persons;
e any forum, association or non-governmental organization; or
e any other representative.
Complaint can also be lodged against a public servant under following circumstances.
e when a Government servant violates the human rights directly;
e encourages/abets violation of human rights
e or fails to prevent violation of human rights and shows negligence in his duty.

“Public Servant” includes persons mentioned in section 21 of the Indian Penal Code
and shall include every Commissioned Officer in the Military, every Judge, every officer or
assistant of a Court of Justice, every arbitrator, every person empowered to place or keep any
person in confinement, every officer appointed to safeguard public interest, every person in
service of the Forest Department, Government Doctor, Government Teacher, Tahasildar,
Patwari, every employee of the electricity department and others.
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STRUCTURE OF THE COMMISSION

The Karnataka State Human Rights Commission has three supportive wings i.e.,
Administration, Law and Investigation. The Secretary is the Chief Executive Officer of the
Commission and works under the guidance of the Chairperson. Inspector General of Police
is the Head of Investigation Wing and a Registrar heads the Law Wing.

ADMINISTRATION WING
Secretary:

Section 27(1)(a) of the Act, provides for appointment of an officer, not below the
rank of a Secretary to the State Government, as Secretary of the Commission. As per the
Cadre and Recruitment Rules of the Commission, even a super-time scale District and
Sessions Judge belonging to Karnataka Judicial Service, may be appointed as the Secretary
of the Commission.

The Secretary shall be the Chief Executive Officer of the State Commission and shall,
subject to the control of the Chairperson, exercise all administrative and financial powers of
the State Commission.

The following persons have worked as Secretary of the Karnataka State Human
Rights Commission for the year 2020-21:

Grants provided to the Commission:

The Government, in its budget for the year 2020-21 had provided to the Commission,
a grant of Rs.5,11,00,000/- and an additional grant of Rs.1,31,10,634/-, totalling to
Rs.6,42,10,634/-. Out of which an amount of Rs.5,54,70,429/- was utilised during the year
and remaining amount of Rs.87,40,205/- has been surrendered to the State Government.
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World Human Rights Day:

With a view to create awareness among the general public, the Karnataka State
Human Rights Commission (KSHRC) has been organizing World Human Rights Day, on
10" of December, every year. It is the bounden duty of all Officers and employees of
Commission to create more awareness among the general public about protection of human
rights. In this regard, the Commission resolved to initiate for all Law Universities / Colleges
in Karnataka holding of short plays and essay competitions for the students to inspire,
elaborate and propagate all important jurisprudence of human rights. In this regard, a letter
was sent to all Law Universities / Colleges of the State vide letter No HRC 237 ADM 2020,
dated 07/12/2020. This project however did not fructify due to lockdowns and other
pandemic related disturbances.

Annual Audit:

Since, there is time, the Annual Accounts of the Karnataka State Human Rights
Commission for the year 2020-21 have not been Audited yet.

Cadre and Recruitment Rules:

As per the Cadre and Recruitment Rules of the Commission 111 posts have been
sanctioned to the Commission. These posts are meant to be filled by deputation of officers/
staff from various departments of State Government. However, the Government could not fill
all the posts on deputation. Hence, in view of the smooth day-to-day functioning of the
Commission, some posts were filled by engaging retired Government officers / employees
and private persons, temporarily on contract basis under section 27(2) of the Protection of
Human Rights Act, 1993. Employees so appointed, are being paid minimum of the
applicable pay-scale attached to the post as monthly consolidated pay.

Working staff:

Out of the 111 posts sanctioned to the Commission, 31 officers/staff are working on
deputation while 56 officers/staff are working on contract basis and remaining 24 posts are
vacant as on 31/03/2021.

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LAW WING
REGISTRAR & ADDITIONAL REGISTRAR:

Provision is made in the Cadre and Recruitment Rules of the Commission to post
officers in the cadre of District Judges from Karnataka Judicial Service on deputation as
Registrar and Additional Registrar of the Commission. During the present year, the State
Government had not posted any officer on deputation to the State Commission as Registrar
and Additional Registrar. Hence, in view of the day-to-day functioning of the Commission,
retired District Judges have been appointed to the posts of Registrar and Additional Registrar
temporarily on contract under section 27(2) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993.

During the year 2020-21 the following persons have worked in the Karnataka State
Human Rights Commission as Registrar and Additional Registrar:

» Shri.S.H.Koraddi, Registrar from 18/5/2020 to 31/08/2020
» Shri. B.M. Raju, Additional Registrar from 01/07/2016 onwards.

Registrar is the Head of the Law Wing. Law Wing is an important wing and
complaints are registered in this branch. The complaints so registered are scrutinised and
heard by Hon’ble Chairperson and the Members as per the Karnataka State Human Rights
Commission (Procedure) Rules, 2020 and orders are made thereon.

1) As on 1/4/2020, 1513 complaints were pending. 4715 complaints were registered
during the current year 2020-21. Of them, 11 are Suo-motu cases and 4704 are
general complaints. Commission has disposed 4609 complaints including pending
complaints. 1619 complaints were pending as on 31/3/2021. The statistics
regarding complaints received, disposed and pending are given in Annexure-1 to
Annexure-5 appended to this report.

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INVESTIGATION WING
INSPECTOR GENERAL OF POLICE:

As per Section 27(1)(b) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, an officer not
below the rank of Inspector General of Police and other police officers and staff are being
deputed by the State Government to the Commission. Inspector General of Police is the
Head of this Wing. This Wing also consists of other Police Officers and ministerial staff for
effective functioning.

During the year 2020-21 the following persons have worked as the Inspector General
of Police in the Karnataka State Human Rights Commission:

This wing functions under the directions of the Commission. The Wing inquires into
cases of violation of human rights referred by the Commission and submits report prior to
disposal of cases by the Commission. Investigation Wing also inquires into other cases
entrusted by the Commission.

Investigation Wing also conducts workshops on behalf of the Commission for
creating awareness about human rights among the officers and staff of the Police Department
and Prisons Department.

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POST-FACE

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission is a statutory body, but does not have a
separate office building. Currently it is functioning in 9,684 sq.ft. premises provided by the
Government in the 5th stage of Multistoried Buildings, wherein other offices are also located.
The Commission has requested the State Government to arrange for shifting those offices and
to provide the entire block of 5th Stage, M.S. Building to the Commission. In this regard
letter correspondance is going on with the Government.

At present, the Commisison has a sanctioned cadre strenght of 111 including all
cadres and as per the C&R Rules of the Commission all these posts are to be filled up through
deputation from the State Government. However, at present only 31 posts are filled up by
deputation and the Commission has hired 56 employees on contract basis in order to manage
its affairs. Government is being requested from time to time to provide more officers and
employees to the Commission on deputation for its effective functioning, as also to suitably
amend the C&R Rules for the better human resource development and managaement.

As regards creation of new posts for the Commission, proposal has been sent to the
Government for creation of additional 49 posts. The Government has informed the
Commission that it is difficult to sanction 49 additional posts during the year 2020-21 due to
Covid-19 problem and Commission may resubmit the proposal in the next Financial Year.

Violations of human rights relate to different aspects and have direct impact on the
quality of human lives. The Commission is, apart from investigating into the complaints of
violation of human rights received in the Commission, also taking up Suo-motu investigation
of incidents of violation of human rights brought to light in print media and electronic media.

There is a growing concern over steep increase in incidents involving violations of
human rights against women, children and persons in custody. A thought over effective and
efficacious remedy has become necessary. Besides, it is high time to act against those who
create unrest in the peaceful life of the society and also against those who support such
violations.  Furthermore, it is a very serious issue that Government servants, more
particularly police personnel, sometimes remain negligent and not registering complaints
against the culprits who should be punished.

The Commission is keen and considers as its utmost duty and endeavour to create
‘Human Rights Awareness’ upto the very grass roots level i.e., from a hamlet to a city, and
makes efforts in that direction. There is a need to enlighten the people about ‘Human Rights
and Basic Issues of their violations’. Likewise it is also necessary to create awareness about
how and from whom to get relief etc.
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The Commission hopes that Government will take all possible steps to make the
Commission stronger and more effective, in order to subserve the common good for all.

It must be made absolutely clear to the
officers and staff of all the jails that even convicted prisoners are punished by
execution of the order of imprisonment with the hope of their reformation, and hence
they must be dealt with and treated with care and compassion and with humane
approach.

After enquiry the Commission has made the following recommendations:

a) The secretary to the Home Department, Government of Karnataka, Superintendent of
District Prison, Bidar District and the Superintendent of Police, Bidar District, should
be held liable for the unnatural and untimely death of Shri Sanju. Therefore, it is
recommended that Smt. Paravva and her daughter Smt. Kameshwari should be paid
by way of interim compensation, an amount of Rs.6,00,000/- to be equally divided
among Smt. Paravva and Smt. Kameshwari and the amounts should be paid to them
by account-payee cheque in their names with the condition that the said amount may
be deposited in fixed deposit, in any Nationalized Bank, nearer to their house, for a
period of three years, with liberty to draw monthly interest for their immediate needs.

b) The Police authorities should be directed by issuing specific and special circular that
in case of arrest or production of any injured accused person before them, they should
immediately and on priority basis arrange for medical treatment of such injured
accused persons at the nearest medical facility/centre, with humane approach and not
mechanically undertake paper work while the condition of the injured accused person
may be deteriorating.

Before parting with this matter, the Commission has to generally observe and recommend
that, even as the present case may be a rare one, the police force in general need to be
made aware and sensitized about human rights of all citizens including the weak and
vulnerable and about limitations on the exercise of physical power by the police.
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It may be appropriate to point out at the end that under the provisions of Section 18(e) of
The Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993 the Government or the authority concerned on
this report and also report the action taken or proposed to be taken.

It is hereby brought to kind notice of the authorities concerned that, under the provisions
of Regulation 22 of the Karnataka State Human Rights Commission (Procedure)
Regulations 2007, if any application seeking modification or review of order or
proceeding passed by this Commission is received, it may be considered by the
Commission for appropriate order.

In this case, the poor farmers ie., Gopal, Hemla and others belonging to NalavaraGrama,
Annikera Village, Ladlapura, RamanayakaTanda and other nearby villages of Kalaburgi
District were Hospitalized and some of them had taken treatment in ICU by spending
lakhs of Rupees because of Inhaling the smell and due to physical contact with poisonous
pesticides used by them in their fields for cultivation. It is further alleged that pesticides
were illegally marketed and sold without any license or approval from competent
authority. Hence, the complainant has prayed for enquiry through the Deputy
Commissioner, Kalaburgi and for suitable compensation to the victims.

After enquiry the Commission has made the following recommendations:

Upon perusal of record before the Commission, it appears that the farmers were in grave
danger on account of contacting poisonous pesticides and the authorities concerned had
not taken action due to lack of proof. Under such circumstances, it is recommended that:

a) Joint Director of Agriculture, Kalaburgi and Director of Agriculture, Government of
Karnataka, should monitor the supply through authorized agencies and ensure
quality control.

b) Farmers should be educated and properly instructed about the precautions to be
taken, while using and supplying pesticides.

c) Joint Director of Agriculture, Kalaburgi and Director of Agriculture, Government of
Karnataka, should ensure more vigilance, checking of licenses and products etc.,
and punitive measures should be taken against erring dealers.

d) An action taken report may be submitted on or before 24-11-2020 to this
Commission.

If the complaint persists, then in each case of adverse effect on the farmers or users of
their produce, the authority may be held responsible for payment of compensation
regardless of absence of provisions of compensation, because any undue effect upon
health of the people exposed to such pesticides will be clear violation of their human
rights.
