18/2015-16 dated: 27.05.2016.
In respect of the remaining land
measuring 106 acre 23 guntas
08 annas the Government has
accorded its sanction for
development of the Scheme in
the ratio of 50:50, vide
Government Order No. naae
198 bemapra 2016 dated:

But on account of
Order of status quo obtained by
some of the land owners,
before the Hon’ble High Court
of Karnataka Dharwad Bench,
Dharwad the implementation of
Scheme No. 61 is stalled.

50:50 bets the Authority and

In respect of the said Schemes
The Hon’ble High Court of
Karnataka has quashed the
preliminary notification in
respect of some of the lands,
and the said order was
challenged before the Hon’ble
Supreme Court of India by way
of Special Leave Petition,
which also came to be
dismissed. In this regard in the
meeting dated: 07.01.2016 after
discussion it was resolved to
obtain the consent from the
land owners for development
of the Schemes in the ratio of
50:50.

HIGHLIGHTS OF LOCAL PLANNING AREA &
MASTER PLANS OF BELAGAVI

The Government Karnataka declares the local planning area of belagavi
units notification No. PLM 127 MNP 65. Dated:26/29-11-1965. The local
plan area consist of 25 Revenue villages area measuring 182.00 Sq.KM.
Subsequently the Government approved outline development plan its order
letter No. HMA 238 MNP 69, Bangalore, Dated: 06-06-1972. Later the
government approved final CDP map by its letter No. HUD 724 TTP 85,
Banglore, Dated:14-10-1985. Their after the government approved
MASTER PLAN Revision-1, final by its letter No. HUD 183 TTP 93,
Banglore, Dated: 17-04-1996. And The MASTER PLAN Revision-2 (Final)
for the Belagavi Local Planning Area was approved by the government Order
letter No. 8e%0/83/23w3w/2013 Dated: 15.02.2014.

SUMMARY OF PREPARATION OF MASTER PLAN-3

The Local Planning Area of Belagavi City is 182.00 sq km, it comprises
25 revenue villages within it. Developments having been come around the
Belagavi’s Suvarna Soudha, the two villages surrounding the Suvarna
Soudha namely Bastwad and Shaganamatti are confirmed to be included in
the Local Planning Area as per the order of the government and accordingly
the said villages have been included in the present Local Planning Area and
the revised Local Planning Area has been declared by the order of the
government under Order No. 8@ 195 $=ha 2011, Hm0038:05/07/2012. The

revised Local Planning Area has territory of 191.86 sq km which comprises
total 27 revenue villages including the present 25 revenue villages and the
Shaganamatti and Bastwad Villages.

Further, Belagavi City having been selected in Amrut Scheme of the
Central Government, the Belagavi Master Plan Revised-3 is being prepared
under the purview of Amrut Scheme of Central Government and accordingly
EGIS Agency was given work order on 04.09.2020 under Amrut Scheme
(Package-1). The sad EGIS Agency has failed to complete the Belagavi
Master Plan Revised-3 within the time hence and therefore it is decided in
the meeting held on 27.07.2022 presided by the Secretary to the Government
of Karnataka, Department of Urban Development to cancel the present
tender and to invite for new tender on the expenditure of the authority itself

for the pending work except the completed work within the purview of the
Amrut Scheme and to complete the Master Plan work within 06 months as
per Amrut TOR. Accordingly, the Director, Department of Town and
Country Planning, Bengaluru has under their letter No. DTCP-112-MISC-
2020-21/1995 dated 20.09.2022 directed to take steps as per the decision of
the government under the meeting. Accordingly, 3 huge tenders have been
invited by the authority, whereas no agency/consultant has been considered
as eligible for the same.

Further, as per the Government Notification No. Sw 150 850w

2022(E) Bonistes:, &003:09.08.2023, Belagavi Local Planning Area has

been extended by including with additional 28 villages and accordingly its
territory as of now is 191.8600 sq km. Present Local Planning Area and the
newly included villages consisting of Honaga, Kalkhamb, Muchandi, Ashte
(Ashtagi), Nilaji, Mutaga, Sambra, BalekundriKh, BalekundriBk Villages,
having been declared a total territory of 389.41 sq km, it is approved in the
meeting to invite tender and to publish the same in paper-media in this regard
as per rules and under provisions of Section 10 of the KTCP Act 1961 for
preparation of Master Plan Revised-3 with the funds of the Authority/Grants
in Armut Scheme, and it has also been decided to submit proposal to the
government with respect to declaration of the present land-use that under the
provisions of Section 5 of KTCP Act, 1961. Accordingly, tender is invited as
per rules to prepare Mater Plan-3.

Belagavi Urban Development Authority, it is proposed to develop a 160
acre- The new residential scheme no. 61, Kanabargi is Developing under the
Belagavi urban Development authority of 160 acres is approved by the
government of Karnataka, in this scheme 1240 plots and 2760 flats (in the
form of group housing) are developing, for the development of group
housing scheme Rs. 1300 cores estimated is prepared which will cost Rs.
9,65,000/- for each flats as per estimate.

Scheme No. 56, Shri. H. D. Kumarswamy Layout is developed under the
Belgaum Urban development authority and development works worth Rs.
500 lakhs is completed, The scheme is handed over to city corporation
Belagavi.

Under the scheme No.35+43+43A Ramateerth Nagar layout Rs. 2950
lakhs Development works tender is called and which will be completed with
in short period, also in this scheme Community hall, Shopping complex of
Rs. 550.00 lacks and Rs. 300 Lacks are developing respectively.

Applications received under e- janaspandan are complied within the time,
and there is no pending applications.

As per the government circular Belgaum development authority is
auctioning corner plots and stay sites with E-procurement for developments
of funds time to time.

9) Goalfor2022-23

The Belgaum Urban Development Authority is planning to develop a
residential Scheme No. 61 in the area of 157 acre 01 Gunta 08 Anna

(excludingKarab Area 2 acre 22 gunta) of the Kannabargi village. Since the
landlord has issued an injunction from the High Court for land acquisition,
the remaining land is excluded from the Belgaum Urban Development
Authority on 27-11-2019 took possession of 123 Acres-08 gunta (Excluding
Karab Area). A total No. of 1234 Plots of varying lengths will be formed in
the land acquired under the Scheme. Regarding the development work of the
Scheme, authority meeting dated: 29.02.2020, with the revised layout map of
the Scheme No. 61, the estimated cost of development works is Rs.165/- cr.
Steps will be taken to submit a proposal to the Government for a approval and
action will be taken to set up all development works on this farm and provide
accomdation to eligiable beneficiaries. In this Scheme building G + 3-type
group homes in total area of 23 A-20G. The plot of land is scheduled to be
constructed and the total number of 190 complexes (16 + 155 and 8 + 35)
comprising a total of 2760 households (16 + 155 and 8 + 35) is proposed to be
constructed under the Authority's zoning regulations. The houses are
planned for the benefit of beneficiaries using the Vajpayee Housing Scheme
for all economically weaker section people and the grants from any other
Government housing scheme.

Under the Amruth Scheme, the provisional approval for Revision
Master Plan-3 will be submitted to the Government.

In consultation with the farmers of the surrounding villages, action will
be taken to formulate a new schemes in partnership with the 50:50 ratio.

The Belagavi Urban Development Authority’s Civic Amenties sites and
Commercial property will be devolped.

The rehabilation of the lakes will be carried out by the lake development
fund reserved in the Authority’s budget.
