Introduction:

The Kanakapura Planning Authority is one of the statutory body which comes under
purview of Government of Karnataka, having its office in No 469/CA, Agrahara New
Colony, Tungani post, Kanakapura and carrying is operations from above place.

Further vide Government
notification no UDD/62/BMR/2006 dated 02.06.2006 to existing 14 villages 52 villages
of Kanakapura taluk and 14 villages of Bengaluru south was added to take Authority’s
jurisdiction to 80 villages. On 10.08.2006 vide Government notification no
UDD/62/BMR/2006 additional 07 villages of Kanakapura taluk was added and total 87
villages became Authority’s jurisdiction. On 21.12.2015 vide Government notification
no UDD/159/BMR/2015 180 more villages were added to its jurisdiction and total it had
267 villages. Satellite Town Ring Road Planning Authority (STRR) was formed by
craving out 36 villages from Kanakapura Planning Authority vide Government order no.
UD/36/BMR/2016 dated on 24.06.2016. After the bifurcation Kanakapura Planning

Authority held 235 villages in is jurisdiction which was 267 villages earlier.

As per the authority decision, the layout approval will be given
after collecting the prescribed fee from the applicant.

10/09/2015, and amendment to the sec -17 of the Karnataka Town and Country
Act, 1961 Henceforth, the layout applications that are received will be discussed in
the authority meeting. As per the decision of the authority the layout approve, will

be given and fees will be collected from the applicant. The applicant shall carryout




the work as per the provisional layout plan as the initial process. The work shall be
completed within 02 years and further submitting the no-objection certificates from

the relevant departments, final approval for the layout shall be issued.

Audit Report of Kanakapura Planning Authority, for the year 2022-23,

1. Introduction:

The Kanakapura Planning Authority is one of the statutory bodies which comes under the
purview of Government of Karnataka, having its office in No 469/CA, Agrahara New Colony,
Tungani post, Kanakapura. The Authority Carryout Functions as per the KTCP Act 1961 and the
Authority’s’ Chairman is nominated by the Government and The Member Secretary acts as head

of both administrative and technical Matters of the Authority.

2. On Kanakapura Planning Authority:

The Kanakapura Planning Authority is one of the Planning Authority in Bangalore Metropolitan
Region, is having its office in Kanakapura town of Ramanagara District and carrying its
operations from the said address. Kanakapura Planning Authority was formed vide Government
notification no UDD/496/MIB/98 dated 12.07.1999, Authority had 14 villages in its jurisdiction
at the time of incorporation. Further vide Government notification no UDD/62/BMR/2006 dated
02.06.2006 to existing 14 villages 52 villages of Kanakapura taluk and 14 villages of Bengaluru
south was added to Authority totalling to 80 villages. On 10.08.2006 vide Government Town
Planning Area of the notification no UDD/62/BMR/2006 additional 07 villages of Kanakapura
taluk were added and total 87 villages became Authority’s jurisdiction. On 21.12.2015 vide
Government notification no UDD/159/BMR/2015 180 more villages were added to its jurisdiction
and total it extended to 267 villages.

Satellite Town Ring Road Planning Authority (STRR) was formed by craving out 36 villages from
Kanakapura Planning Authority vide Government order no. UD/36/BMR/2016 dated on
24.06.2016. After that Kanakapura Planning Authority had 235 villages in its jurisdiction which

was 267 villages earlier.

In Accordance with Section 68(c)(2) the authority required to submit the annual accounts to the
Accounts and Audit Department. Directions was issued in this regard. Authority has already
submitted the accounts and audit report for the same and it is submitted. Present audit report
comprises the period from 1.04.2021 to 31.03.2023.

Commissioner should weekly check with the accountant on the cash balance he/she having
and should make it gets deposited to the bank.

g. Once entries are written in the cash book, it should not be over-written, if done so it should
be acknowledged by the Member Secretary.

h. Every cheque given from Authority should be a crossed cheque, bearer cheque shouldn’t be
given to any party.

i. Once payment made through cheque, cheque number should be mentioned in cash book.

j- In Member Secretary’s absence cash book certification should be given to some other
officer. Once the commissioner returns for duty, cash book should be verified and must make
sure that no errors been made in the cash book.

These points are given to the Authority on improvement of maintenance of cash book. During
2022-23, cash books of all accounts (produced for audits) are entered/maintained and produced

for audits by officer in accounts section Ganesh G through outsource employee Sindhu HP.

(Amendment rules) rules 2019 and Govt order UDD 03 TTP 2015 dated 25.02.2020, MRTS, Ring
Road, Water and Slum cess are collected. On the collected fees, 5% should be held for admin
expenses and remaining amount of INR 49,760,098/ should be transferred to respective

departments. It is directed to the Authority to do the same.

26. On collecting Scrutiny and Supervision fees:

During 2022-23, scrutiny fees and supervision fees collected INR 1000/ per hector. Scrutiny
fees of INR 2,317,900/ and supervision fees of INR 359,400/ is collected.

27. Details Of Lake Development Fees:

It is noted that Authority has collected Lake Development fees, in accordance with Karnataka
Town and Country Planning Regulation 1961 and Karnataka Planning Authorities (Amended
Rules) 2019. Vide Government notification UDD 03 TTP 2015 dated 25.02.2020.

(1A) Additional fee to be levied under section 18(1-A) for rejuvenation of lakes or

tanks. -

(1) Under section 18(1-A) of the Act the additional fee to be levied by the planning
authorities or local authorities, as case may be, for granting permission for development of

building or land under section 15 or 17, shall be at the rates specified in the table below,

(2) The fee collected under sub rule (1A) of Rule 37-A shall be deposited in a separate head of
account of the Planning Authority or the Local Authority, as the case may be and shall be
utilized for the purpose of development and rejuvenation of existing water bodies and formation
of water bodies (tanks), rejuvenation of extinct kalyanis and public wells within the Local

Planning Area by the Planning Authorities.

(3) The fee collected under sub rule (1A) of Rule 37-A by the Local Authority shall be

transferred to the Planning Authority after retaining 5% of such fee collected as service charges.

a. Lake development fees collection:

During 2022-23 applicants apply seeking conversion of agricultural land to non-residential land
with approval from Deputy Commissioner. The said applicants seek approval for plan of their
land from Authority. Authority, scrutinise such application technically and collect Ilake
development fees in accordance with Karnataka Town and Country Planning Regulation 1961
and Karnataka Planning Authorities (Amended Rules) 2019. Vide Government notification UDD
03 TTP 2015 dated 25.02.2020. Authority during 2022-23 collected INR 26,100,700/ as lake
development fees. We are of the view that preparing master plan by getting approval from
government and collecting lake fees from the general public should be utilised for nothing but

for development/rejuvenation of lakes in Authority’s jurisdiction.

28. Kanakapura Planning Authority office staff details:

As per government order UDD/78/BMR/2003 dated 09.05.2003 Authority is authorized by the
government to outsource its employees for post with high priority. Government has named Joint
Director of Town and Country planning as Authority’s Member Secretary vide order
UDD/93/UPS/2009 dated 26.08.2009. Government vide order UDD/74/BMR/2020 dated
30.07.2020 notified Kanakapura Planning Authority to continue below given posts temporarily

and fill posts on appointment basis.

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30. Flaws in maintaining stationery register:

Authority needs to maintain a stationery register where particulars of purchase and utilisation is
entered in Form KMF 65. The said register needs to be verified and acknowledged by Member
Secretary or by an Officer of Authority at the end of financial year. During 2022-23, the said
document is maintained in a normal register. In the register, only purchase details have been
entered, no information of utilisation of stationery is available. Purchase details aren’t sufficient.

Hence, it is advised to Authority to maintain stationery register in prescribed format.

31. Petty cash scrutiny:

Kanakapura Planning Authority can draw an amount of INR 2,000/ for spending on daily petty
expenses. Amount is being withdrawn at first and then it is being adjusted with the vouchers

presented. As on 07.06.2023 petty cash balance is nil.

32. Verification of challan depositing to banks:

During the Authority’s audit for 2022-23, it is found that date of challans deposited to banks are
being entered in a register. The said challan amount deposited (Cheques/DD realisation) dates

are also being mentioned along with to which bank amount belongs to.

33. On issuing plan copy:

Kanakapura Planning Authority in its jurisdiction is issuing site blue print, survey, sketch, town
maps and other documents duplicate copy. Apart from offices undertaken by the government,
in 2022-23 INR 18,336/ has been collected.

34. Stock Register:

Authority needs to submit Stock register as per Article 169 of K.F.C 1958, it is to be prepared in

April month and should be verified and the same must be presented.

35. Verification of property register of assets transferred through relinquishment
deed by Authority:

In Kanakapura Planning Authority during 2022-23, Details of register of properties transferred
in private layouts through relinquishment deeds are provided. In the said register there is no
mention of market value of the properties. Hence, total value of the properties is unknown, it is
directed to maintain register with market valuation of the properties in future and present to
the audit.
