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'The contention that the Tahasildar has to act upon the opinion rendered by the
Law Department of the govt and therefore, no relief can be granted to the
petitioners, does not merit acceptance.

(e) There is yet another aspect which the Tahasildar appears to have lost sight of
the applications have to be adjudged on the basis of the position that obtained
when they were made is supported by Mahadev case supra and the case in
Ramanaik vs. Deputy Commissioner, ttR 2007 (AR 1521 rendered by another co-
ordinate bench. Had this been kept in view the cases of same of the petitioners if
not all, gets stranger and the version of the Tahasildar is rende.ed weak."
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-Tahasildar is bound by the resolution of the committee for regularization of
unauthorized occupation; however it is open to seek cancellation of the said grant
or regularization in terms of rule 108-k at the hands of the Asst. Commissioner
should there exin the grounds therefor".
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
