We must move forward with clarity regarding whom our policies and allocations
are intended to benefit and whether they are conceived with Noble intentions.
This forms the core of people-centric economic philosophy. We remain clear on

this principle. The poetic ideal of ‘FZpermodmend FZoD"” guides our vision of

comprehensive development.

Karnataka plays a distinctive role in national and international trade. Rapid
developments in Artificial Intelligence (Al) are transforming global production
systems. Innovations in science and technology are increasingly shaping the
trajectory of our State. In this context, I am presenting this budget with the
sense of responsibility and foresight that we must move forward with the

resolve to turn “fire into light.”

Our State continues to lead the nation in all sectors of development. We are one
of the major states that contributes highest to the tax revenue of the country.
The cow that yields abundant milk requires proper care. It is Bheeshma’s
philosophy that if it becomes weak, the entire cowherd suffers. Recognising this

principle, we urge the Union Government to respond sensitively to the needs of
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the State. A diverse country like India can achieve progress only through a truly

cooperative federal system.

Immediately upon assuming office in 2023, our Government prioritised
providing economic security and social stability to people through the
implementation of Guarantee Schemes inspired by the concept of Universal
Basic Income. Numerous national and international studies indicate that these
schemes have significantly improved the economic conditions of crores of

families and enhanced the purchasing power of the people.

We have also focused on increased -capital investment, infrastructure
development, and long-term economic transformation alongside welfare
programmes. We are investing substantially in people-centric welfare
programmes, based on premise by Amartya Sen that “economic growth that
neglects investment in human development is not only unstable but

unethical”,

We are formulating a unique Karnataka model of development strong and
sustainable development. These are described as the “11G Economic Model”,

consisting of:

i. Guarantee Economy — Karnataka on the path to welfare and gender equality
ii. Good Public Education — Strong public education for inclusive growth
iii. Good Health to All - Comprehensive healthcare for a healthy Karnataka

iv. Grassroots Economy - Agriculture, rural development and welfare

programmes
v. Good Governance — Citizen-friendly administration

vi. Gig Economy — Labour welfare programmes

vii. Geographical Equality — Removal of regional disparities

viii. Global Trade Economy — Growth in trade and industrial development

ix. Globe-Trotting Economy — Tourism-driven economic development

We are steering the development trajectory of the State on these economic
principles. The department-wise paras of this budget define how these
principles define Karnataka’s unique development model. More than 45
products from Karnataka have received Geographical Indication (GI) status.
This recognition reflects the traditional ingenuity of our people and contribute

significantly to employment generation.

We are strengthening the administrative system by filling vacant posts in major
departments. In line with our election manifesto, employment generation
remains a priority. This year, we have initiated the process to fill 56,432 posts.
Considering delays due to court cases in recruitment processes, we have

granted a one-time relaxation of five years in the upper age limit.

Along with filling Government posts, we are prioritising the construction of
roads, bridges, and public buildings. In addition to departmental allocations,
we have taken up roads and infrastructure works to the extent of Rs. 8,600
crores under the Chief Minister’s Infrastructure Development Programme which
was launched last year. We will take up works of Rs. 4,000 crores as second

phase of this programme during the present year.

We are giving priority to providing houses for the homeless and creating self-
employment opportunities for unemployed youth. Appropriate strategies are

also being formulated to mitigate the challenges posed by climate change.

Greater emphasis is being placed on redressing regional disparities. In-principle
approval has been granted to the recommendations of the Prof. M. Govinda Rao
Committee. We remain committed to examining and implementing the
recommendations of the State Policy and Planning Commission, the Fifth

Finance Commission, and the Administrative Reforms Commissions.

Karnataka’s achievements in information technology, biotechnology, start-ups,

electronics, and aerospace sectors are attracting global investment and talent.

The “Beyond Bengaluru” concept is drawing increased investment to other
regions of the State. The new Industrial Policy will promote development

in Tier-2 and Tier-3 cities.

Though we have been striving for the development of our state beyond our
capacity, the Union Government continues to treat our State unfairly by
disregarding the constitutional principles of cooperative federalism. Reduced
Central share in Centrally Sponsored Schemes, discriminatory allocation in
Central Sector schemes, injustice due to from the Fifteenth Finance
Commission’s revenue sharing formula, non-implementation of special grants
recommended by the same Commission, and the untimely rationalisation of
GST rates have all led to additional burden and pressure on the State

exchequer.

The systematic weakening of the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment
Guarantee Scheme by the Union Government threatens the people’s right for
employment and increases the financial burden on States. Under such
circumstances, everyone must unite across party lines to safeguard the interest

of the state and assert its rightful claims.

This Budget reaffirms our Government’s commitment to formulating and
implementing programmes that complement the State’s holistic development.
Despite non-co-operation from the Union Government, we have maintained
fiscal discipline while achieving economic growth. This reflects our responsible

governarce.

This Budget has been designed with a vision to build a bright future for the
State. It is the collective responsibility of all of us to work beyond party lines for

the development of Karnataka.
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State Economy

19. The State economy recorded a strong real GSDP growth of 8.1 per cent at
constant prices in 2025-26, surpassing the national growth rate of 7.4 per cent
for the same period. This performance was supported by broad-based sectoral

growth and reflects the State’s diversified and stable growth pattern.

20. Sectoral growth in 2025-26 was balanced across the economy. The agriculture
sector recorded a robust growth of 9.1 per cent, supported by improved
monsoon conditions, while growth in the industrial sector strengthened to 6.7

per cent. The services sector has registered a growth of 8.1 per cent.

21. The continued emphasis on capital investment by the Government, together
with a revival in private sector investment, has provided significant impetus to
overall economic growth. During the first half of 2025-26,
FDI equity inflows to the State stood at USD 9.4 billion, accounting for 26.7 per
cent of the nation’s total inflows. While several other major State economies
such as Maharashtra, Gujarat, and Delhi recorded a decline in
FDI inflows during this period compared to the previous year, Karnataka
registered a significant increase of 2.6 times, underscoring its growing
attractiveness as an investment destination. Further, with the implementation
of the Industrial Policy 2025-30, a greater inflow of investment is anticipated in

the coming years.

22. Karnataka today is one of the most globally integrated State economies in India.
Our leadership in Information Technology and
IT-enabled services, biotechnology, aerospace and defence manufacturing,
electronics and semiconductor design, start-up innovation, and advanced
manufacturing has positioned us as a key contributor to India’s exports and
foreign direct investment inflows. Consequently, recent developments relating
to tariff measures and evolving trade arrangements involving the United States

and other major economies have important implications for our State.

23. While international trade negotiations are inherently complex and must balance
strategic national interests, it is equally important that the perspectives of

globally integrated States such as Karnataka are meaningfully factored into the
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formulation of trade policy. In a true spirit of cooperative federalism, sustained
consultation between the Union and the States strengthens India’s negotiating
position and ensures that regional economic strengths are protected. Karnataka
will continue to work constructively with the Union Government while

simultaneously reinforcing domestic resilience.

State Finances

Karnataka continues to demonstrate strong fiscal performance and robust
revenue mobilisation capacity. Despite structural challenges arising from tax
policy changes by the Union Government, the State’s own revenue collections
have exhibited resilience, supported by effective resource mobilisation
measures undertaken by the State Government. The State’s own revenues are
estimated to grow by 8.3 per cent in the Revised Estimates for

2025-26 over 2024-25.

Goods and Services Tax (GST) remains the largest component of the State’s tax
revenue, accounting for about 43 per cent of the State’s own tax revenue.
Karnataka ranks second in the country in GST revenue collections,

underscoring its strong economic fundamentals.

The GST rate rationalisation done in September 2025, has further reduced the
GST collections. Prior to rationalisation, the State’s average monthly GST
revenue collections in 2025-26 were registering a growth (net of refunds) of
about 10 per cent. However, following the implementation of rate
rationalisation, the average monthly growth has moderated sharply to around 4
per cent in 2025-26. The proposed rate restructuring has resulted in a
reduction in overall GST collections by approximately Rs.10,000 crore for the

current financial year and Rs.15,000 crore for next year.

At the national level as well, GST revenue trends are disconcerting. The Revised
Estimates for 2025-26 indicate a decline of 11 per cent, relative to the Budget
Estimates for the year. Further, the Union Budget Estimates for 2026-27
project an absolute reduction of 13.4 per cent compared to the Budget
Estimates of 2025-26, and lesser than the actuals of 2024-25. Going by the
numbers of 2025-26 RE and 2026-27 BE of Govt. of India, we see that there is

a revenue loss of Rs. 1.3 lakh crore in the current year and a staggering Rs.2
lakh crore in the next FY. This will also result in a sharp reduction in tax

devolution to the States.

The moderation in GST revenues has intensified the fiscal pressures on all
States, as their revenue base is more directly affected by rate rationalisation
and structural changes, compared to the Union Government. While States face
revenue compression, the Union Government continues to mobilise significant
revenues from sin and luxury goods through the different forms of taxation, the

proceeds of which accrue entirely to the Government of India.

Karnataka, along with seven other States, submitted a joint memorandum to
the GST Council to safeguard the fiscal interests of States in the context of GST
rate rationalisation. While supporting rationalisation in principle, the States
emphasised that such reforms must be accompanied by a robust and time-
bound revenue protection framework. In view of these large revenue losses, we
will continue to press for adequate compensation from the Union Government

to States for revenue losses arising from GST rationalisation.

In the face of these structural constraints on State’s own tax revenues,
predictable and fair tax devolution from the Union becomes even more critical.
Under the 15th Finance Commission, Karnataka’s share in the divisible pool of
central taxes declined sharply to 3.647 per cent from 4.713 per cent
recommended by the 14th Finance Commission. This reduction of nearly
23 per cent has resulted in an estimated cumulative loss of around Rs.65,000
crore over the six-year award period of the
15th Finance Commission. Further, the special grant of Rs.5,495 crore and
state-specific grants of Rs.6,000 crore recommended by the 15th Finance
Commission have not been released by the Union Government. To claim the
rightful share in tax devolution State urged the 16th Finance commission to
adopt a more balanced and fair tax devolution formula that recognises both
equity and efficiency. We suggested for reducing the excessive weight assigned
to income distance, and to reward fiscal performance and contribution to the

national economy while computing tax devolution formula.

The 16th Finance Commission has submitted its report for the award period
2026-31 and has recommended a tax devolution share of
4.131 per cent for Karnataka, which is an increase of 13% over the share
recommended by 15th Finance Commission. While the State was expecting the
restoration of devolution share of 4.71% provided by the 14th FC,
the 16th FC’s recommendation is a partial redressal of the injustice caused to

the State.

The State welcomes the inclusion of GSDP contribution, as it is a directional
shift, recognizing State’s performance and contribution to national economic
growth by the 16th Finance Commission. We hope that this progressive
rebalancing of equity and efficiency will be carried forward by the next Finance
Commission as well and high growth states like Karnataka will be encouraged

to perform better.

Within these constraints on revenue availability, the State has carefully
prioritised its expenditure to balance growth, welfare, and fiscal discipline. The
State has stood by its commitments on social protection and welfare. Since the
introduction of the Government’s guarantee schemes, an amount of
Rs.1,21,598 crore has been spent up to February 2026, demonstrating that the

Government has honoured its assurances while maintaining fiscal prudence.

Despite fiscal pressures arising from GST rate rationalisation and reduced tax
devolution, Karnataka has responsibly and resolutely adhered to fiscal
discipline over the past three years. In the fourth year as well, in accordance
with the provisions of the Karnataka Fiscal Responsibility Act, the State has
contained the fiscal deficit within 3 per cent of GSDP and total liabilities within
25 per cent of GSDP, thereby reaffirming its commitment to fiscal prudence and

long-term fiscal sustainability.

Inspired by the firm belief that "Karnataka prospers if the farmer prospers," our
Government has formulated an agricultural development strategy based on four
pillars to provide comprehensive support to farmers from Farm-to-Fork. The
first pillar is providing scientific farming guidance; the second is providing
financial assistance to farmers; the third is the provision of high-quality
agricultural inputs and crop management; and the fourth is the expansion of
post-harvest technologies such as storage, processing, and market linkages.
The Government has made a firm resolve to make farmers self-reliant and

prosperous through these measures.

In the last three years, our Government has taken the following measures for

the welfare of farmers:
e Distributed seeds worth Rs.468 crore to 40.03 lakh farmers.

* Micro irrigation and farm machinery units have been established for 7 lakh

and 3.41 lakh farmers respectively, at a cost of Rs.2,825 crore.

* 32,138 farm ponds have been constructed under the Krishi Bhagya

Scheme’, at a cost of Rs.363 crore.

* Crop insurance claims worth Rs.6,213 crore have been settled in respect of

51 lakh farmers.

* Electricity subsidy amounting to Rs.48,000 crore has been provided to 36

lakh farmers.
e Disbursed Crop loans amounting to Rs.70,000 crore to 83 lakh farmers

'Chief Minister's Krishi Vistara' scheme to create stable and additional sources
of income for rural farmers by comprehensively strengthening post-harvest
activities such as processing, value addition, value chain development,
recycling of agricultural waste, and market linkages, will be implemented over

the next three years with an outlay of Rs.100 crore.

The 'Millet Hub', which is being established to promote millets and organic
products in the State, will be developed into a self-sustaining institution. It will

function as a single-window system to provide technical assistance, processing

facilities, quality certification, and market linkages under one roof to farmers,

rural youth, and agri-entrepreneurs.

All laboratories under the department will be accredited with NABL to provide
reliable and scientific testing services for accurate soil, water, seed, and

fertilizer quality certification in order to increase agricultural productivity.

The subsidy assistance for new varieties of pulses will be enhanced to

encourage their adoption by farmers.

'Vasudhamruta' program to promote eco-friendly and sustainable agricultural
practices by enhancing organic carbon content of soil along with its physical,
chemical, and biological properties, will be implemented over the next three

years.

'Sasya Sanjeevini' scheme to identify pests and disease at early stage and to
provide timely recommendations to farmers on control measures such as use of
eco-friendly bio-control agents/bio-pesticides, along with other safer control

measures will be implemented over the next three years.

The Agriculture Department's 'Raitha Kare Kendra' (Farmer Call Centre) will be
upgraded using Al technology to provide farmers with quick access to reliable
information on weather, markets, agricultural technology, and departmental

updates under one roof.

The District Agricultural Training Centre at Babbur in Chitradurga district will

be upgraded to a state-level ‘Agri-Business Training Centre’.

With a view to reduce the production cost while minimizing the time and labour
of farmers at every stage of agricultural activity, advanced precision sowing and

planting machineries will be included under 'Hi-Tech Harvester Hub' scheme.

Agriculture-related occupations and local cottage industries will be encouraged
under the 'Agricultural Mechanization' scheme by providing bullock-drawn and

hand-operated implements required locally by small and marginal farmers.

An authorised organic certification system will be developed to bring

Pandavapura taluk of Mandya district under organic cultivation.

‘Alternate Wetting and Drying’ (AWD) method of irrigation will be promoted to
increase water use efficiency in paddy cultivation as well as strengthening the
State's efforts in climate change adaptation and mitigation to make agriculture

sustainable and eco-friendly.

With the objective of providing farmers with high quality agricultural inputs at
affordable rates and mitigating market uncertainty, ‘Raita Malls’ will be
established through MSIL on a pilot basis in all taluks of Kolar district to
provide seeds, pesticides, fertilizers, and agricultural implements under one

roof.

A state-level advisory committee will be constituted to make recommendations
for prevention of the supplying spurious, unsafe, or defective seeds and
pesticides to farmers, and to curb the sale of agricultural inputs at prices

exceeding market rates.

Expert committee submitted a feasibility report recommending establishment of
an agriculture college in Athani. First phase of infrastructure works will be

taken up in the current year.

Our government is prioritizing development of high standard, high-value,
weather-resilient and market-driven horticultural crops to make it as the main
driver of farmers’ income. The following initiatives have been taken towards

development of horticulture sector in the last 3 years:
Introduction of horticulture in 89,000 hectare area
Adoption of micro-irrigation in 2.23 lakh hectare area benefiting 2.36 lakh farmers.
Insurance settlement of Rs.2,378 crore to 11 lakh farmers under Crop insurance scheme.
Setting up of 9,800 post-harvest processing units for 21,360 beneficiaries

With a view to attract investment and to promote value-addition in horticulture
sector, high-value farms, post-harvest technologies and horticulture-based
industries will be established in farms and nurseries of horticulture department

under Public-Private Partnership.

Community based control measures will be carried out in collaboration with
Agriculture and Horticulture Universities and Krishi Vijnana Kendras to control
leaf-spot, yellow-leaf and wilt diseases affecting arecanut crop and infestation of

black-headed caterpillar and white fly in coconut crop.

Two cold storage facilities with a capacity of 12,000 MT will be established in
Honnali taluk of Davanagere district and Toravi of Vijayapura district at a cost
of Rs.64 crores to enhance the shelf-life of horticulture produce enabling

remunerative price for farmers.

Lingambudi park in Mysuru will be comprehensively developed to attract more

tourists and nature-lovers.

Soilless cultivation such as hydroponics and cocopit-based cultivation will be

promoted with a view to prevent soil-borne diseases and to conserve water.

Feasibility Report for the establishment of Horticulture college at Dambala has
been prepared. Based on the report, first-phase of infrastructure works will be

taken up in this year.

Karnataka is the Silk Capital of the country with a share of 46% in silk
production. In the last three years, subsidy amounting to Rs.531 crore has
been provided to two lakhs beneficiaries to carry out activities such as
construction of reeling sheds, installation of drip irrigation units, required for

the development of sericulture in the state.

It is a matter of pride that Karnataka is the first and the only state in the
country to implement a  completely cashless online auction,

e-payment, and e-disbursement platforms across 15 major cocoon markets.

The transportation subsidy given to farmers from North Karnataka districts to
sell their silk cocoons in any Government cocoon market will be increased from

Rs.10 to Rs.20 per kg of cocoons.

‘Silk Parks’ will be established in Ramanagara, Sidlaghatta, Haveri,

Tandavapura (Mysuru), and Kalaburagi.
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63. Chawki Rearing Centres (CRC) will be established in selected farms of the
Sericulture Department in collaboration with agri-entrepreneurs and Farmer

Producer Organizations (FPOs).
Animal Husbandry

64. In the initial period of our government, 81.78 lakh liters of milk was being
procured every day from 8.75 lakh milk producers. Currently, an average of one
crore liters of milk is procured every day from 9.07 lakh milk producers and
Rs.609 crore incentive arrears have been paid. Rs. 4,523 crore incentive has

been disbursed to milk suppliers till now.

65. Under Anugraha Yojana, ex-gratia for accidental death of sheep/goats and
cattle has been enhanced and so far Rs. 101 crore has been disbursed to 1.70

lakh beneficiaries.

66. ‘The Karnataka Traditional Migratory Shepherds (Welfare Measures and
Protection against Atrocities) Act, 2025’ has been enacted. So far, identity cards

have been distributed to 6,702 shepherds.

67. Since the formation of our government action has been taken to construct new
buildings for 300 veterinary institutions. In 2026-27,

100 new buildings will be constructed with assistance from NABARD.

68. With a view to encourage sheep and goat farming in the Belagavi & Kalaburagi
divisions, a scheme to provide 25% subsidy for setting up sheep/goat units to
10,000 select beneficiaries has been formulated. Further, to promote dairy
farming, 25% subsidy will be provided to select 10,000 beneficiaries to
purchase cow/buffalo. In the current year, Rs.40 crore grant will be earmarked

for these schemes.

69. 20 taluk veterinary hospitals have been upgraded to polyclinics for extending
specialized service system available at district level to taluk level. 15 taluk
veterinary hospitals will be upgraded to polyclinics in the current year at a cost

of Rs. 10 crore.

Also, comprehensive development of Banduru Sheep Breeding centre will be

undertaken at Kampalapur village of Piriyapattana taluk.

“Phaladhare” camps will be organized in 1000 Gram Panchayats of the state
with the slogan of ‘One calf per year’ at a cost of Rs. 5 crore to address issues in

livestock reproduction.

CT scan centers for livestock will be set up at veterinary hospitals at Bengaluru
and Bidar Veterinary Colleges for the first time in the State, to accurately

diagnose diseases in animals.

With the objective of addressing the stray dogs problem in a scientific and
effective manner, 'Dog Birth-control Training Centers' will be established in
Bangalore and Bidar to give advanced technical training to veterinary doctors

and veterinary students.

The rates of fisheries requisite kit provided for fishermen free of cost will be

increased from Rs.10,000 to Rs. 20,000 to encourage fishing activities.

A Centre of Excellence will be established at Mangalore Fisheries College to
promote biotechnology-based industries, development of new technology and

mariculture.

‘Matsya Darshinis’ will be established in the districts of Belagavi, Davangere,
Hubballi and Chikkamagaluru to promote fish consumption and make clean

and quality fish products available to the public.

Fish markets will be set up in the districts of Uttara Kannada, Dakshina
Kannada, Udupi and Bagalkot to address the need for
well-equipped fish markets.

Rs. 20 crore will be provided for the maintenance of fishing link roads in the

State.

Inland fisheries play a vital role in rural livelihoods and food security.

Fishermen will be trained to increase fish production in rivers, lakes, farm
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ponds and reservoirs and generate stable income by adopting modern

technologies.
Co-operation

80. In the year 2025-26, a target was set to disburse Rs. 28,000 crore loans to 37
lakh farmers. As on February 2026, Rs. 22,000 Crore agricultural loans
has been disbursed to 25 lakh farmers. In the current year, a target has been
set to disburse Rs. 30,000 crore agricultural loans at zero percent interest to 38

lakh farmers.

81. Under the Yashaswini Scheme, 86,253 beneficiaries have received treatment at

a cost of Rs.163 Crore across 870 Yashaswini network hospitals.

82. Under the Centrally Sponsored Scheme for the computerization of Primary
Agricultural Credit Societies (PACS), 3,863 PACS have gone live and are
providing online services. It is intended to fully computerize the remaining

1,628 PACS.

83. Steps will be taken to manage data online to facilitate easy provision of various

services to the public at the level of Registrar of Cooperative Societies.

84. After large-scale maize cultivation, farmers in the State faced distress due to
decrease in prices. To protect the interest of the farmers, our Government has
provided financial assistance of Rs.100 crore to procure maize under the

Market Intervention Scheme.

85. With a view to financially strengthen Karnataka State Warehousing
Corporation, it is proposed to monetize unutilised assets of the Corporation. In
the current year, commercial complexes will be constructed at Mysuru (Bamboo

Bazaar) and Hubballi (Cotton Market) centres under Public-Private Partnership.

86. To completely digitalise the activities of Agricultural Produce Market
Committees, an Enterprise Resource Planning system will be developed at a

cost of Rs.10 crore

87. Based on NABARD'’s suggestion, proposal will be submitted to RBI to establish
DCC Banks in each district.

The dismissal of the Petitions filed by the State of Tamil Nadu in the Hon’ble
Supreme Court with regard to flagship Mekedatu scheme is a significant legal
victory for our State. In light of this judgement, a Revised Detailed Project
Report (DPR) along with a proposal for forest clearance will be submitted

shortly to Gol.

The first phase of lift irrigation works of the Yettinahole Comprehensive
Drinking Water Project has been commissioned successfully. The remaining
18.73 km long canal works in the second phase will be completed shortly.
A balancing reservoir of 1.2 TMC capacity will be constructed near Vaderahalli

in Koratagere taluk to impound excess water.

The pending land dispute at Abbinaholalu village in Ajjampura taluk, under the
Upper Bhadra Project has been resolved. Consequently, the 135 km long
Chitradurga branch canal and the associated feeder works will be completed in
the year 2027 to fill 157 tanks. Although no funds have been released by the
Central Government, Rs.11,343 crore has been incurred by the State

Government for this project.

Our government has accepted the long-pending demands of the farmers and
project-affected persons by approving the revised consent rates for the land
required for canal network and submergence under the UKP Stage-III project as
a result of increase of the Almatti Dam height from 519.6 m to 524.256 m.
Rs.30 lakh per acre and Rs.40 lakh per acre has been fixed for acquisition of
dry and wet land respectively under the consent award. Land acquisition

process will be commenced in the current year.

The replacement of 33 dilapidated gates of the Tungabhadra Dam with new
gates will be completed before the onset of monsoon. Furthermore, to address

the deficit in water storage capacity caused by silt accumulation in the
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Tungabhadra reservoir, alternative measures including the construction of a
balancing reservoir near Navali in Koppal district are already under
consideration. Efforts will be intensified to implement a timely alternative
scheme in consultation with the neighbouring states of Andhra Pradesh and

Telangana, with the concurrence of the Tungabhadra Board.

93. Despite continuous persuasion by the State over the past two years, the
requisite forest clearance for Kalasa-Bandura scheme under Mahadayi basin
has not yet been received from the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change and National Board for Wile Life. The scheme will be grounded once
approval is obtained from the Centre as the contract has already been awarded.
Additional financial implications have arisen due to Gol’s inaction in this

regard.

94. Uduthore Halla Scheme will be implemented in Hanur taluka of
Chamarajanagar with a cost of Rs.490 crore to provide drinking water and

irrigate 12,000 acre of suffering command area.

95. In principle approval will be sanctioned to construct impounding reservoir of
0.67 tmc in Babanagar of Vijayapura under

Tubachi-Babaleshwara scheme.

96. With a view to irrigate 1.16 lakh hectare of command area, priority will be given
to complete 12 irrigation projects, 22 tank-filling schemes, and three Extension,
Repair and Modernization projects currently nearing completion under the four

nigams of the Water Resources Department. (Annexure-1)

97. A total of 75 irrigation works amounting to Rs.8,045 crore will be implemented
in the Krishna, Cauvery, Godavari, and other river basins. The list of projects is

attached in Annexure-2.

98. Water use efficiency will be enhanced by adopting Pressured Piped Network
system of irrigation in the 4,745 hectares of command area under the Hattikuni
and Tungabhadra Left Bank Branch Canal of the State's CADA (Command Area
Development Authority)

Under the third phase of the Hebbala-Nagawara Valley project, filling up of

Lift Irrigation scheme to fill 59 tanks of Sulibele and Nandagudi hoblis in
Hosakote taluk with treated Sewage water from the

water in the second phase from the Vrishabhavathi Valley of Bengaluru city,
the project to fill 119 tanks in Nelamangala and Doddaballapura taluks from

Lift-4 Gopalapura tank will be taken up at an estimated cost of Rs.650 crore.

In the year 2025-26, approval has been accorded to implement 112 works such
as lift irrigation, check dams, and rejuvenation and development of tanks in the

State at an estimated cost of Rs.1,793 crore. (Annexure-3)

With a view to protect the tanks, water user societies under the department will

be strengthened.

Works such as modernization of tanks, construction of barrages, pick-up weirs,
and check dams will be undertaken in Yelaburga and Kukanuru taluks of
Koppal district and Jidaga in Alanda taluk of Kalaburagi district at the cost of

Rs.25 crore.

Out of this, only
Rs 11,786 crore has been released by Government of India so far, and
Rs. 19,102 crore is yet to be released.

Though, the
Central Government has not released any money during 2025-26, grants
amounting to Rs. 15,500 crore have been released additionally by the State
Government in the interest of this scheme.

To provide livelihood security to rural households, the ambitious Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS) was
implemented by the UPA Government in 2004. This scheme has provided a
significant contribution by encouraging decentralized planning in rural areas,
creating rural infrastructure, and developing long lasting community assets.
Under this scheme, approximately 182 crore person-days of employment have

been generated in the State. A total of Rs. 61,000 crore in wage payments has

° Operational provisions that may enable contractor participation, potentially reducing

direct employment opportunities for rural labour.
° Constraints on timely execution of works due to normative and administrative controls.

Our Government very strongly urges the Central Government to restore the
earlier framework which empowered panchayats and strengthened rural
livelihoods. Our Government remains committed to pursuing all appropriate
recourse, including legal measures, to safeguard the rights of rural workers and

uphold the principles of decentralised governance.

Under ‘Kalyana Patha’ scheme, 1,125 KM of road construction works have
been taken up at a cost of Rs.1,000 crore for the road development of Kalyana
Karnataka, which are at various stages of completion. Rs.238 crore has been

months.

‘Namma Metro’ is the second-largest metro rail network in the country. The
current operational network spans 96 km, benefiting 10 lakh commuters every
day. Out of Rs 67,460 Crore expenditure incurred till date, State share is
59,376 Cr and Central share is Rs 8,084 Crore. The Central share accounts to
only 12% against the 88% State share.

It is proposed to complete a total of 41km of additional metro lines during the
financial year 2026-27. This will benefit approximately 15 lakh commuters
daily.

A 9 km long pedestrian walkway along the Metro viaduct on the Outer Ring
Road (ORR) will be constructed at an estimated cost of Rs.160 Crore, under the

sponsorship of Outer Ring Road Companies Association (ORRCA).

To provide drinking water to approximately 1.40 crore people of Bengaluru city,
a total of 2,225 MLD of water is being supplied through the Phases I to V of the
Cauvery Water Supply Project. Our government has now formulated the
Cauvery Phase VI project at a cost of Rs. 6,939 crore with JICA assistance to
supply an additional six TMC of water.

To mitigate traffic congestion in Bengaluru, the land acquisition process for the
construction of the 73 km long Bengaluru Business Corridor Phase-1 from
Tumkuru Road to Hosur Road is progressing rapidly. Compensation is being
distributed to farmers on a priority basis. It is aimed to complete this road

within four years.

A Tunnel Road and an Elevated Road from Hebbal Junction to Mekhri Circle
will be constructed by the Bangalore Development Authority at a cost of

Rs.2,250 crore.

To reduce traffic congestion in Bengaluru city, the Nelamangala — Tavarekere —
Bidadi Intermediate Ring Road will be constructed using financial resources of

BMRDA and local planning authorities.

Infrastructure development works are being implemented at a total cost of
Rs.3,885 crore under Phase-4 of the Chief Minister’s Amrutha Nagarothana
(Municipality) Scheme. So far, the state government has released
Rs.1,716 crore. An additional Rs.500 crore will be provided in the current

It is proposed to amend the Karnataka Tax on Professions, Trades, Callings and
Employments Act, 1976 to exempt enrolled persons who have paid the full tax
due for a year from filing annual returns. Further, enrolled persons who are

For the first time in the country, a structured and transparent performance and
metric based evaluation system will be introduced for Group-A Officers in the
Commercial Taxes Department. This system will form the basis for counselling-

The Karnataka Excise Act is more than six decades old, and several of its
provisions are outdated in the today’s context. Over the past two years, we have
undertaken significant steps to enhance transparency and efficiency in the
Department. The validity of various licences has been extended from one year
to five years. The online approval process has been streamlined from 16 stages

to 7 stages, and approvals are now granted within two days.

In accordance with the revised transfer rules of Excise Department, the
transfers of
Group-C cadre, including Excise Inspectors, Excise Sub-Inspectors, and Excise
Head Constables/Constables, have been carried out through digital
counselling. To further enhance transparency in the Excise Department, steps
will also be taken to conduct the transfers of Excise Deputy Superintendents

and Excise Superintendents through digital counselling.

The Resource Mobilisation Committee (RMC) constituted by our Government

taxation and alcohol regulatory framework. The proposed reforms aim to
strengthen transparency, modernize excise related regulatory framework and
promote ease of doing business in the excise sector across the State as per

current requirements.

An Alcohol-in-Beverage (AIB) based excise duty structure is globally recognised
as the gold standard for alcohol taxation, as it directly targets the alcohol
content which is the primary source of negative externalities. This will be

introduced from April 2026.

There will be a uniform level of ED whereas AED will be levied within a defined
range based on an ex-factory price slab basis. We will ensure that the price

changes are gradual and not disruptive.

The system of levying uniform excise duty based on the alcohol content per litre

will be introduce in stage in the next three to four years.

Under the new policy, the government administered price fixation will be
completely deregulated. Product placement within slabs will be left to the

producers based on market considerations.

Pricing slabs will be rationalised and reduced to 8 slabs from the existing 16

slabs.

The Excise Department will focus on taxation and compliance, while the Health
Department will address the social costs of alcohol consumption through public

health interventions, de-addiction and rehabilitation initiatives.

Technology-driven reforms are being rolled out to curb revenue leakages
through blockchain-based digital tracking systems. Physical escorts for
dispatches will be replaced with geo-fenced e-lock systems. These measures will

enhance transparency and enable real-time oversight.

Manufacturing licences will be auto-renewed, and label approvals, CL-5
(occasional licences) and RVB licences (for a period of five years) will be auto-
generated upon online self-declaration and payment of fees, with deemed

mandatory malt and sugar content on beer labels will also be removed.

Tourism in the alcohol sector will be encouraged by allowing distilleries and

The draft RMC Report will be placed in the public domain shortly for
consultations. Beyond the measures rolled out above, those reforms that
require legislative approval, will be introduced in the form of a new and
comprehensive Excise Bill in order to promote transparency and ease of doing

business in the sector.

The Karnataka Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1994 have been amended to
mandate the generation of e-way bills through the GST portal for the
transportation of minor minerals. This measure is expected to curb royalty and

GST evasion and enhance revenue realisation.

Amendments have been made to the Karnataka Minor Mineral Rules, and
guidelines have been issued under a One-Time Settlement (OTS) scheme to
impose penalties on quarry pits and encroached areas. Through the
implementation of this scheme, Rs.2,000 crore will be collected during the

In light of the order of the Supreme Court of India, the State Government has
enacted legislation to levy a tax on mining activities, in addition to the royalty
on major minerals.
