No: DPAR/02/SEHIMA/2025, by prescribing the roster
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points regarding to the internal reservation, whether
it has come to the notice of Government that the roster
points 2, 4, 6, 8 have been prescribed as rosters points
for general category in the said order is not legally
binding;

the roster point 7 has been moved to 9 instead of fixing
after the roster point 1, 15% point instead of 14®* point,
23 point instead of 21% has been prescribed and
25% point has been dropped of the Scheduled Caste, by
doing this whether it will cause injustice for the
Scheduled Caste who are obtaining the reservation by
moving the roster point of Scheduled Caste and violating
of vide order No: DPAR/01/SBC/1977, dated: 04.03.1977
of 1977,

the order dated 03.09.2025 is the order to prescribing
roster points of revised reservation for the direct
recruitments, since the order has not been issued with
regard to the Education Department, the Government
has to clarify with regard to the order based on which
the admission is being provided in the education field
at present;

the order dated: 06.09.2025 has causing many
confusions since there is no clear information with
regard to prescribing the post when there is 01 and 02
posts and since posts are being prescribed repeatedly to
the category for which all posts are prescribed, for
resolving the same, the details of the decision taken by
the Government to prescribe Scheduled Caste as
general when there are 1 and 2 posts;

the decision taken by the Government with regard to
transfer of posts to category-B from category-A and
category-C from category-B when there are no
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candidates available in the same category of Scheduled
Caste;

all the posts for general categories from the
commencement of roster vide order dated: 06.09.2025?
